All parents and 

pupils are welcome to contribute to 

this process.  It is hoped to have a 

design ready for presentation to 

planning authorities early next 

year.  When funding is eventually 

made available we hope to progress 

quicker through the labyrinth of 

stages in the school building 

process. 

 

dhbArchitects are fully aware of 

our frustrations in progressing this 

project and have offered their 

expertise for this initial phase on a 

no fee basis.  The Board hopes that 

this initiative will kick start a 

school building programme so 

badly needed in Tramore.
